	Navigation Instruction
	Start Te Rito. 
Highlight the title ‘Protocols’ and click on the category ‘World Views’.  Read the introduction, then click the submenu bar entitled ‘Spirituality’.  Click on the images to the right and read the text that accompanies them on the left.


	ACTIVITY 1 


	· Write down your understanding of the concepts of wairua and mauri.

· Create a family tree that starts from Te Kore (the ‘nothingness’) and ends in the listing of the children of Ranginui and Papatūānuku.  You may want to extend your knowledge of this story by searching online for more information about it.



	
	· Why are the concepts of tapu and noa considered important elements of wairuatanga?
· Māori see the physical and spiritual world as integrated. Explain this, using examples.


	Navigation Instruction


	Highlight the menu topic ‘Protocols’ again.
Under the menu category ‘Everyday Tikanga’ click ‘Concept of Tapu and Noa’.  Read this, and then also read the section on ‘Blessings’.  You navigate through these sections by clicking on the images to find out more about each concept.


	ACTIVITY  2


	· In your own words provide three examples of tapu.
· What is ‘whakawātea’ and how can it be applied to the Public Sector?



	Navigation Instruction


	Highlight the menu topic ‘The Marae’.

Click on the category ‘Welcome Ceremony’, then click again on ‘The Call’.

Read the text and play the ‘Karanga’ video clip a couple of times.

NOTE

In the same way karakia is used in whakawātea ‘to clear the way’, the karanga is one mechanism that ‘clears the way’ for manuhiri to enter a marae.

	· In what circumstances are karakia often used?


	PRONOUNCIATION TUTORIAL


	In this Pronunciation Tutorial we introduce Māori greetings and farewells.



	Navigation Instruction


	Highlight the menu topic ‘Māori Language’.

Click on the category ‘Formalities’ and then click ‘Greetings’.



	Tutorial


	Become familiar with the greetings and farewells provided by clicking on them and watching the movie clip showing how each one is used.  Do not rush this activity.  Then try to practice the greetings yourself.  Concentrate on your vowel sounds and pronunciation.  Run through the list of greetings four or five times.  After running through this a few times try pre-empting pronunciation of the greeting and then check against the video clip voice. Pay particular attention to:

Tēnā koe 

Tēnā kōrua 

Tēnā koutou 

Haere rā 

E noho rā 

Ata mārie    

Now you are going to add three new key Māori words to your flashcards.   The short vowels today will be ‘e’, ‘o’ and ‘u’.  The words are: 

· Te (the)
· Mokopuna (grandchild, young generation)

· Utu (price, revenge)
Following the same procedure as you did in Module One, use the pronunciation table of Te Rito (under Māori Language/Pronunciation/Basic Sounds) to listen to the words.


	Revision


	Using your flashcards or the pronunciation table in Te Rito, spend ten minutes revising long and short vowels, and consonant sounds.  Practice your six ‘key Māori words’.
